Record status tournaments will be liable for drug testing and competitors approached to give samples
must comply. If they refuse, that refusal will be treated as a positive result. Entries from archers under the
age of 18 must be acknowledged by a parent/guardian to signify their consent to their child being drug
tested if asked.

Anyone wishing to take photographs/video at this event must sign the register with the TO.
Light refreshments will be available throughout the day

There will be parking available at Brixham Archers Churston field (subject to ground conditions), TQ5
OLH. Priority will be given to disabled archers. Please note our lane is very narrow and priority is given to
incoming traffic.

From Exeter / Newton Abbot, when entering Torbay, take the Ring Road and keep following the signs for
Brixham. Carry straight on at the traffic lights at the Totnes Rd. junction. In 2 miles, bear right at the traffic
lights onto the A3022 (Dartmouth Rd.) and in half a mile (past the Railway Inn and Garage), turn right into
the lane where the Brixham Archers signs are displayed (what3words: streaks.bucket.truffles)

From Plymouth / Totnes, when entering Torbay, turn right at the traffic lights onto the Brixham Road
(A3022) and keep following signs for Brixham. In 2 miles, proceed as above onto the Dartmouth Rd.
